**Be prepared for class every day!  You are expected to have your materials with you when you come to class.  If there is a problem getting any of these materials, please see me before class.  All materials are required by _____________________________.

**If you come to class unprepared you will not be able to participate in class activities and that is unacceptable.  I understand you may forget one time.  I will allow that.  The second time you come unprepared it is a warning.  The third time it is an After School Detention.  If coming unprepared to class becomes a consistent problem you will not be allowed back into my classroom without the proper materials.

CLASSROOM BEHAVIOR

1. Students are expected to follow the behavioral expectations outlined in the student handbook.

2. The following behaviors will result in an Automatic After School Detention.

· Use of foul language as determined by Mrs. Campbell

· Getting into any drawer, cabinet, display cases or animal cages without permission

· Lying or backtalk

· Breaking lab rules

· Cheating in any way

3. Repeat offenses of the above will result in either ISS or Saturday School.

4. Any student receiving 2 or more discipline referrals for any reason throughout the school year will not be allowed to participate in any field trip activities.

5. Students are expected to pay attention and participate in class activities.  There will be numerous times throughout the year when students will be able to talk and complete activities freely, therefore talking during instruction will not be tolerated!!!! 
6. If you do choose to talk or act up in class you will be asked once to stop.  The second time I have to ask it is a warning.  The third time will result in as ASD.

7. Restroom and drink passes will only be given the last five minutes of class.

Class discussion and good behavior can influence your grade in a positive way; poor behavior will have a negative effect on your grade!

ATTENDANCE

1. Please be on time to class.  You need to be in the classroom when the bell rings or you will be counted as tardy.

2. The school attendance policy will be followed regarding tardies and absences.

3. Students have the opportunity to make up missed assignments for credit.  If the student misses one day then he/she has one day to make up the work, etc.

5. LATE WORK: I will accept work only 1 day late for 50% credit!!
6. MAKEUP WORK:  It is the student’s responsibility to find out the work missed while they were absent.  I will have a homework folder that has the assignments given for each day along with any necessary hand-outs.  It is your responsibility to check it and make up the missed work.

LAB WORK may be made up in the mornings (7:00 am) or after school (2:40 pm).  You must confirm a time with me so I can prepare the materials you will need to make-up the lab.

*All make-up work should be handed directly to Mrs. Campbell.  If it gets lost, it is a zero.
